Human Figure in Ink

Suggested Supplies

Chinese round brushes: 1-2 stiff hair and 1-2 soft hair

Ink: Liquid Chinese ink ( or ink stick with ink stone )
Paper: Rice paper or other absorbent paper
Color: Chinese colors, or other water-based colors

Containers/dishes: 2-3 for holding water, mixing ink and color, washing brushes

Paper weight: 2 for holding the paper

Underlayment: felt or thick cloth to place under painting

Drawing materials: pencil, charcal, eraser, drawing paper

(Students may purchase supplies in class, online, or at local art stores.)
